CCRPORATION COF THE CITY OF NEW WESTMINSTER
BY -LAW 8O & & 77
A By=law relating to the prescrvation of

public health and the mglntensne: of sanitapy
condiciong in the City

WHEREAEZ the Council may by Ly-law:

(a) Regulare persens, their premisces and their activicles,
toe further the care, protection, promotion, and pro-
servarion of the health of che inhabitants of the
municipality.

(b} HMake regulavions te prohibit the creation of tnaanitary
conditionsa,

(¢) Require any person to remedy or rawove any insanitacy
conditien for which he is vesponaible, or which exists
on property ovwned, occupied, or controlled by him.

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL of the City of New Westminster ENACTS

A5 FPOLLOWS:

L. This By-law may be cited as "PUBLLC HEALTH BY-LAW, 1967' .
2. DEFINITIONS - The following words, wheno used im chis By-law,

have s the meanings hereinafrer assipoed te them,

"Auimals" - Means and includes cows, calves, goats, shoop,
horses 2rd mules.

‘Health Officer™ = Means the Medical Healeh Officer appointed
under the "lealth Act” for the Cicy of Now
Westminstor.,

“Inspector' - Means any Public Healtl Inspector appeinted
to adminizter and enforee this By-law and
any Act of the Provinee relating Lo public
health,

"Paulbry - Means and includes live ducks, goose, turkeys,
chickens, pigeons sand pheasants.

"Sireh - Means an aped consisting of one rvegiatered
parcel of land.

2. It 15 the duty of the Health Gffjcer sppointed by the Civy teo
advise the City officials in macters relating to public health and

superintend the obhservance and entercoment o the City's By-law or resolubions
and of any other By-laws vrelating to healech and sanitation and perform such
orber lawful dutics and acrs [or the preservatlon af publie henlth ws day

be required.

&, Un or before the 3lap Cay of Jonuary in cach year che Health

Officey shall presens a full report =—o the Leco!l Board of Health upeon /2
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the health and sanitary conditions within tha City for the period
of che preceding calendar yoar.
i The Inspectors shall assist the Health Of ficer in performing
his duties apd shall perform such other dutics as are from time te
time sssigned to them by che Lecal Board of Health, ov Cloy Council.
G. The Inspecrors shall wieep & vigilant supervision over all
streets, lapes, lots and premises for deposits or accumulations of
retuse, vegetable or animal matter and aony other matter or thing
that may ¢ndanger the public health and shall, imoediately upon
discovery of such deposit or aceumulstion, notify the persen or pUTSONE
who own or occupy such lots or prowmlscs or who have deposited such
matter or thing to remove the mattey or thing and ¢leanse the area in
which it was found.
7, The Inapectors shall st intervals, as directed by the Local
Board of Health or Health Officer, inspect all premises occupled by
persons reslding wlchin the City and shall report o the Board his
or their findings at such rcgul;r intervals a5 designated by che
Health Officer.

B KEEPING OF FOULTRY AND RARBITS

{a) Ne poultry or rabbits shall be allowed on sites of less than
6,000 squape foer,

(b A maximum of 8 paultey or zabbizs xhall he allowed on a site
¢f 6,000 sgquare fect or mere provided fuvthep that this number may be
lnereased by one for cach 750 square foet a sice execcds 6,000 square
freet up to a sltc size of onc-half acre; and by one [or each 500 square
feet, a sibe eneueds one-half acre, provided furcher that the number of
poultry or rabbivs shall not exceed fifty, on any onc site.

(e) No poultry or rabbits shall be kept in any shed, pen or othev
enclosure sltuvated at a lesser distanee than fifty (50) feet from the
nearest habitable dwelling., When the number of poulery is more cthan 12,

the distance shall be not less than 100 feor from rhe pearost dwt,!l],i_ng.

() The shed, pen or other enclosure shall be situated not less than
2 feet from the property lines of a sire.

() The shad or pen shall previde a minimum of 8 cubic foer of zpace
per bird or rabbit.

(£ The ghed or pen shall provide a minimuem of 4 squave feot floor
area-kper bird or rabbic,

(g) The floor shall be bublt & minimum of 2 fecr above the ground,
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(h) The runway shall provide a minimum ot 2.5 square [eet f£loor
acea per bird,

(i) The runway floopr shall be built & minimum of 2 feern wbove
the ground.

(1) Lf the Floors are of open grill o meshed wire gopstruction,
trays shall be required to cateh zll droppings.

(k) Every shed or pen in which any bird eor rabblt 12 kept shall be
periedically lime-washed or otherwise cloancd and disinfeeted and shall
be kapt clear of f£ilth and aball be provided with means whereby ecach birvd
or rabbit may have access at all times vo water for drinking purposes.
(1 The shed or pen or any other énclosure in which any bird or
rabblit is kept shall have a watertight voof covering the whole enclosure,
no portion of which shall be less than Z feet from the floor.

9. KEEPING OF ANIMALS

(a) The keeping of swine Ls heceby prohibived in the Civy of New
Wesrminster.

(h) No animal shall bc kept in any shed, pen or other enclosure
situated at 8 lessecr distance than 150' from the nearest dwelling place
or house, nor less than 25' from any road,streat or lane,

(c) No animal shall be allowed on less than 1 acre which shall he
exclusive of land occupied by dwellings, outbuildings and garden.

(4} For cach animal, on¢ acre of land shall be provided exclusive
of land occupied by dwellings, outbuildings and garden.

(e} For cach addivional animal, one half pere of land shall be
provided cxclusive of land occupicd by dwellings, outbuildings and garden,

() The maximum numbaer of animals on one site allowed shall be
five (5).
10.(a) All =stables, sheds, pens or ether enclosures usaed for any cow

or horsag shall have watertight floors.

(b) The materisl and eype of construction uwsied Lo the floors, flooy
gutters and mangers shall be in conervie and/or wood of a quality sufficient
tu provide an arca capable of being maintalned in & sanitary cendition,

{c) All floovr gutters shall be watervight and of ample width and
dupth.
(d) The stable, shed or other cnelosure shall be so constructed that

all liquid mattuer which may fall or be caxt upoen the [loor o wanger may be
conveyed by a suitable chammel to a sump situate on the ouvtside of the
sable, shed op ocher enclosure and which satd sump shall be connectod Lo

a sewer in accordanco with the provisionsg of the Plumbing By-law of the
City 0f New Westminster, pravided, hewever, that whoere no sewer 1s
availabhle, all such ligquid matter may be conveyed by a sultable channcl
into an approved dispoesal systom.

() All stables or other onglosures shall be properly lighted, kept
clean at Bll times and whitewashed at leasc rwice o yuear.
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(f) All manure and welt litter shall be kept in a closed water-
tight Yeomplkavle and whall ko tetoved Erom suoh vegceptaaole &t logee
wnce 8 week.

11. Any person awning or in possession of any animpl affcoted
with an infectious or contagious diseasc shall immediately report
the animal's econditcion tw the Health GFffcor and disposc of the
carcass of the antwmal {n the manner divecced by him,

12, When any animal shall die wichin the timits of the City
of New Westmingter, the owner or person Lo possession of 16 ac

the time of its death shatl cavse the carcass to be removed from the
City to a designated disposal pround.,

13, No animal suffering from any communicable disease shall

Lo brought into or koept within the City, except with che written
permission of che Health Officer.

14. No owners or cccupicrs of real propurty, or their agents,

ahall allew any econdition Lo exist orF continuce thercon that is

conducive to fly breeding or rodent infestation, and shall not tail

to report any fly broeding or rodent infestatien condition on the raoal
préperty or in the vicinity.

12, (a) No owners or occupiers of real peoperty, or their agoncs,

shall allew infestation by caterpillars and other noxious or doa-
truetive ingects,ard shall clepr auzbh property of caterpillars sud

other noxlous or destyructive inseetys From the real property.

(b) No owners or occupiers af rceal property, or thele agentus shall
allov infestarjon by caterpillars and ochoer noxious or destructive
insecCd Yo remain upon his property beyond a poriod of forvy-cight (48)
hours after the owner *s knowledge of infustation or aftep forcy-eight {48)
hours from the time the Tospecter shall have given notice to him of such
infestatlon, whichever is the carlier.

(<) ln dufault of such destryciion and cleariag, the Qity, by its
workmen and orhers, may eater and effect such destruccion and claaring
at the expense of the person so defaulting and the charges levied by the
City for 5o deing, after natice to the owner, and demand for payment
therefor made, il unpaid en the 3lsc day of December, shall be added o
and form part of the fames payable Ln ruspect of chat land as taxcs in
arrear.
le. INSFECTION

The lealth OFflcer and lospector and anyone under theiv antherity

are heveby authorizad and cmpowered to onter st all reasonable times

Upen any property in order to ascertsin that the provisionsz contalncd in
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this By-law are being cavricd out,

17. Wherever in any ol che provisions of Lhis By-law,
purmiasicon L5 granted ro do any acc or thing according te certain
regulations, or in a cevtain manner or mode pruscribed hercin,
auy pevson failing, neglecting or refusing to comply with auch
regulatjons, condicions or requivementsa, or failing, neplecting,
ar refusing to do or pocform any acr or thing in accorduance with
thi permission theveby granted, shall be dewemed to be guilty of
an infraction of the provisions of this By-law and shall be liable
o the pcnalﬁy hercby impascd,

15, Evary person whe violates any of the provisjons of this
By=law, or who suffers or permits any act or thing te be done in
contravenclon or in vielacion of any of the provisions of this
By=law, or who neglects to do or vefrains from doing anything
vigquired o he dopne by any of the provisions af this By-law, or
who does any act op thing which violates any of the provisions ot
this By-law, shall be degmed to have commictted an offencc mgainst
this By=-lauw and shall be liable to the penalties hereby imposecd,

149, PENALTY UFON CONVICEION

Bvory porson who commits an offence against this By-Tlaw
shall upon conwviction be liable ce a fine net exceading the sum
of One Hundred Dollars (SLOD.005 and costs (including cthe cosks of
the commicgal ond convevance to the place of imprisonment) for vcach
otfunce, and in default of paym#nt theyuefoy, te imprisoenment to a Lowm
nel exwcoecding thivey days.

394, being "Caterpillar DBy-law, L9217, and all amending Dy-laws thoereblo,
are hoerpeby ropealad.
