- Village of Sedley Animal Control Bylaw -

The Council of the Village of Sedley in the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows: |

1) This Bylaw may be cited as The Animal Control Bylaw

2) 'The purpose of this bylaw is as follows:

"To provide for the licensing of dogs;

b) To control and regulate cats and dogs;

To provide for the impounding of cats and dogs that are at large;

To control and regulate exotic, farm and wild animals.

Definitions

In this Bylaw:

‘Amimal Control Agency’ means the Village of Sedley that administets and enforces this
Bylaw;

‘Animal Protection Officer’ means a person employed by the Animal Control Agency ot
Poundkeeper to enforce the provisions of this Bylaw;

‘at large’ means if the animal if off the premises of its owner, unless the animal is both on a
leash not exceeding Two (2) metres in length and is under proper control;

‘Council’ means the Council of the Village of Sedley;

‘Court’ means the Provincial Court of Saskatchewan established pursuant to The Provincial
Comurt Aty

‘Farm anitmal’ means chickens, geese, ducks, roostets, horses, cows, pigs (excluding
potbellied pigs), pigeons, and other fowl species;

‘ownet’ includes:
1) A person who owns or who has possession of, or control over, an antmal; and

i) ‘The person responsible for the custody of a2 minor where the minor is the owner of the
animal;

but does not include:

a) A veterinarian registered pursuant to The IVeterinarians Act, 1987 who is keeping or
harbouring an animal for the prevention, diagnosis ot treatment of a disease of or an
injury to the animal; and,

b) An animal shelter or pound operated by the Village o the SPCA,

‘peace officet” means any member of the RCMP and any petson appointed as a bylaw
enforcement officer under Section 373 of The Municipalities Act;

‘pound’ means the premises designated by the Village of Sedley as the Village impoundment
facility;

‘Poundkeeper’ means a person designated by the Village to administer the pound;

‘public playground’ means the area containing playground equipment in any park or
Municipal Reserve owned by the Village ot under the management and control of the

Village;
‘SPCA’ means the Saskatchewan Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.
Village’ means the Village of Sedley.

Part I1
Licensing

No petson shall own or keep any dog within the Village unless such dog 1s licensed as
provided in this Bylaw.,

Any person who contravenes Subsection (a) is guilty of an offence and liable to a fine of
$50.00.

Evety ownert of 2 dog that is over three (3) months old shall within thitty (30) days of
becoming the owner obtain a license for each dog.

The license referred to in Subsection (a) shall not be transferable.

The license period is for the period of January 1 to December 31% each yeat. The license
shall expite at midnight on December 31* each yeat. Licenses are not prorated, The owner
shall renew the license on or before January 31% each year.

When applying for a license under this Secﬁon, the owner shall provide the following:
)  A'description of the dog, including breed, name, gender and age;
i) The name, address and telephone number of the owner; and

i) Any other relevant information which may be required.

The owner shall be supplied with a current license tag and a receipt for payment of the
license fee when a license is issued. The license tag may be issued each year. The owner will
be issued a replacement license tag if the current hcense tag is lost or destroyed and the
owner shall be responsible for the replacement costs.

The annual license fee for each dog shall be $20.00 per year.

The owner of a dog shall ensure that the dog weats a collat to which is attached a valid
license tag when the dog is off the premises of the owner.

A pf:réon who owns and physically relies on a guide dog trained and used to assist such
person shall obtain a license for the dog and there shall be no fee payable by the owner for

the license.

Part III
Regulation and Control of Cats and Dogs

No ownet of a cat or dog shall permit the cat or dog to be at large.

If a dog or cat is found to be at large the owner shall be deemed to have permitted the cat or
dog to be at large unless the owner proves to the satisfaction of the court that at the time of
the offence the owner did all that was reasonable to prevent the cat ot dog from being at

large.

If a cat ot dog defecates on any public or private property other than the property of its
ownet, the ownet of the cat or dog shall remove the defecation immediately.

An ownet ot occupant of private propetty must not allow animal feces to accumulate on the
property so as to create a health hazard.

An Animal Protection Officer may setve an owner ot occupant of private property with a
notice to remove all animal feces from the property within 72 houts of service of the notice.

If 2 notice under Subsection (b} is not setved personally on an owner or occupant of private
property, then a copy of the notice shall be sent by regular mail to the owner of the property
at the mailing addtess shown on the last revised assessment roll of the Village.

A notice setved by regular mail is deemed to have been received on the fifth day following
the date of its mailing,

‘The Village may remove the feces from the property if:

i) 'The petson to whom the tequest is made fails to remove the feces within 72 hours; or
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if) After reasonable inquiry, the whereabouts of the owner or occupant of the property
cannot be determined.

f) If the Village carries out the work under Subsection (), the costs and expenses incutred are
a debt due to the Village and the Village may recover the costs and expenses:

) By action in a coutt of competent jurisdiction;
ii) In the same manner as municipal taxes; or

iti) By adding the costs and expenses to, and thereby they form patt of, the taxes on the land
on which the work was done.

12) No owner of a cat or dog shall permit the cat or dog to bark or howl 50 as to create a nuisance.

Part IV
Impounding of Cats and Dogs

13y a) An Animal Protection Officer, Poundkeeper, peace keepet ot another person assigned by
Council may seize and impound any cat or dog that is at large.

b) An Animal Protection Officer, Poundkeeper or another person assigned by Council may
enter onto the land surrounding any building in pursuit of any cat or dog which 1s found at

large.

'14) No petson, including the person who is the owner of a cat or dog which is being impounded or
has been impounded, shall interfere with a Poundkeeper, Animal Protection Officer or another
petson assigned by Council who s impounding any cat or dog in accordance with the provisions
of this Bylaw.

Impounded Cats and Dogs

15) a) The Poundkeeper shall keep all impounded cats and dogs for a petiod of at least ninety-six
(96) hours, excluding the day of impounding. Statutory holidays shall not be included in the

computation of the ninety-six (96) hour period

b) Duting this period, the owner may reclaim the cat or dog from the pound upon payment to
the Poundkeeper of the fees set out in Schedule No. 1.

c) No unlicensed dog which is impounded shall be released to its owner until a license has been
purchased. '

d) If a dog impounded is wearing a valid license tag, the Poundkeeper shall immediately notify
the owner, by telephone or in writing, of the seizure of the dog at the telephone number or
address shown in the records. No liability whatsoever shall attach the Village, the SPCA ot
the Poundkeeper by reason of the failure of the owner to receive such notice.
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e) If a cat or dog is not claimed within the period set out in Subsection (a), or if the owner of a
cat or dog fails or refuses to comply within this period with the conditions set out in
Subsection (b) and (c), the Poundkeeper may dispose of the cat or dog.

Part V1
Control and Regulation of Exotic, Farm and Wild Animals

16) a) No person shall own ot harbour any animal, or hybrid of any animal, of the kind listed in
Schedule No. 2 for any putpose.

b) No petson, patrthership or corporation, whether operated separately or in connection with
another business enterprise, shall operate a pet stote that buys, sells, trades, exhibits or
harhours any animal ox hybuid of any animal of the kind listed in Schedule No. 2.

17) Section 16(a) does not apply to prohibit the harbouting of an animal or a hybrid of an animal of
the kind listed in paragraphs (r) and (s) of Schedule No. 2 on property owned by a school
division where such animals are being kept for study or teaching purposes.

Part VII
Offences and Penalties

.General Penalty

18) a) Except as otherwise provided in this bylaw, evety person who contravenes any provision of
this bylaw guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction:

) in the case of an individual, to a fine of not less than the mandatory minimum fine
presctibed in Schedule No. 4 and not more than $2,000; and

iiy in the case of a corporation, to a fine of not less than the mandatory mintmum fine
presctibed in Schedule No. 4 and not more than $5,000.

b) Notwithstanding Subsection (a), if no Notice of Violation has been issued for a period of
three yeats or mote in relation to a contravention, then a subsequent contravention of that
section of the bylaw is deemed to be a first offence.

¢) Any person convicted of an offence under Part VI shall, within ten (10) days thereafter,
deliver all animals of the kind listed in Schedule No. 2 owned, kept or harboured by that
petson to the Poundkeeper and they shall become the property of the Village and shall be
donated to an approved agency or humanely euthanized.

d) Any person who fails to deliver an animal as requited by Subsection (b) is guilty of an
offence and liable on summary convection of the penalty contained in Subsection (a).

¢) 'The Court may, in default of payment of a fine imposed undet this bylaw, order
imprisonment of an individual for a term not exceeding one yeat.

Voluntary Payment to Avoid Prosecution
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19) a) Nothwithstanding Section 18, a petson who contravenes Sections 4, 6, 9, 10, 10.2, 11, 13, 14,
15, 19, 20 21, or 21.1 upon being served with a Notice of Violation as specified in Schedule No.
3 may voluntarily pay the prescribed penalty in Schedule No. 9 at the Village Office, 117
Broadway Street, Sedley, Saskatchewan.

b) For the purpose of determining the presctibed penalty tequired by Subsection (1), the
number of prior offences shall be determined by the number of prior Notices of Violation
issued in relation to the specified contravention, with the exception of those which have
been cancelled or dismissed by the Court.

c) If the Chief Administrative Officer received voluntary payment of the prescribed penalty
within the time limit specified on the Notice of Violation, the person receiving the Notice of
Violation shall not be liable to prosecution for the alleged contravention.

d) Nothing in this Section shall be construed to prevent any person from exetcising the right to
defend a chatge for a contravention of this Bylaw.

e) A notice of Violation as specified in Schedule No. 3 may be issued by a pecase officer, the
Animal Control Agency or the Poundkeeper.

f) A person to whom a Notice of Violation is being issued under this Section shall, upon
tequest by the person issuing the Notice of Violation, provide their name, address and date
of birth. Any person who fails to provide this information is guilty of an offence and liable
on summaty conviction to the penalty contained in Section 18.

Part VIII

Miscellaneous
20) a) 'The Chief Administrative Officer is designated as the Poundkeeper
b) The Regina Humane Society is designated as the Animal Control Agency.

¢) The Animal Control Agency or Poundkeeper ate authotized to delegate the enforcement of
this Bylaw to their employees.

Coming into Force
21) This Bylaw comes into force on the day of its final passing.

Impoundment Fees for Cats and Dogs

Pound Fee: $100.00

Care & Sustenance Fee: $10.00 per day or a portion thereof commending at 12:00 2.m. on the
day immediately following the day of impoundment.
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Schedule No. 2
Prohibited Animals

The following is a list of anitals the keeping of which is prohibited within the Village of Sedley:

a) All Arachnids dangerous to humans (such as scotpions and tarantulas, except tarangulas of the
genera Aphonopelma, Avicularia and Grammostola);

b) All Artiodactylus Ungulates (such as goats, sheep, cattle, pigs and llamas)
c) All Bats;

d) All Canids, except the domestic dog;

e} All Edentates (such as anteatets, sloths and armadilios)

f) All Elephants;

g) All Felids, except the domestic cat;

h) All Hyaenas; |

1) All Marsupials (such as kagaroos and opossums);

i) All Mustelids (such as skunks, weasels, otters and badgers) except the domestic ferret
k) All non-human Primates (such as gorillas and monkeys);

h Al Periséodactylus Ungulates (such as horses, donkeys, mules and asses);
my All Pinnipeds (such as seals, fur seals and walruses);

'n) All Procyonids (such as raccoons, coatis and cacomistles);

0) All Raptors, diurnal and noctutnal (such as eagles, hawks and owls);

p) All Ratite Birds (such as ostriches, theas, and cassowaries);

.q) All Galliformes (such as chickens, turkeys, grouse, quails and pheasants);
) All Anseriformes (such as ducks and geese)

s) All snakes of the families Phythonidae and Boidae;

t) All Ursids (beats);

w) All venomous Reptiles and Amphibians;
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v) All Viverrids (such as mongooses, civets and genets).

Examples of animals of a particular prohibited group are given in parentheses. They are examples
only and shall not be construed as limiting the generality of the group.
