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The Municipality of McCreary is responsible for maintaining approximately 365 km or 227 miles of roadway throughout the Municipality using a large portion of the Municipal budget. We encourage the public to contact our Public Works Department as to road conditions at 204-835-2309 or email municpality@mccreary.ca
Road Maintenance Winter: 
· Every effort will be made to open roadways within the Municipality within 2 days, allowing up to 3 days for heavy snowfall.
· Priority will be given to school bus routes, businesses and emergency services. Followed by sidewalks, municipal buildings, residential streets, fire hydrants, back lanes which provide the only access to residential properties, and the waste disposal sites. See attached map for additional prioritized locations. 
· Snow will be removed with the equipment available to the Public Works Department. That being the grader, tractor, snow blower, sweeper, and shovels. 
· Snow will be removed beyond the edge of the roadway so as to leave space for additional snow build up. If required snow will be hauled away at the discretion of the Public Works Department. 
· During an active snow event Public Works will be out as soon as possible to maintain mobility throughout the Municipality of McCreary to keep streets and roads open and passable, without compromising the safety of staff and equipment. Beginning at 5am if required.
· Driveways, entrances and snow ridges will not be prioritized during a snow event. 
· When slippery conditions exist, every effort will be made to salt and/or sand as required at the discretion of the Public Works department. 
· The municipality encourages residents to assist with clearing the sidewalk, roadways, and accesses adjacent to their property. 
· Roadways and ditches are Municipal property. Landowners shall not place poles or obstructions in these areas, including snow piles. 




Road Maintenance Spring, Summer and Fall:
· Regular road maintenance will commence as early in the Spring as weather permits, with priority being given to major arteries, bus routes, and those roads adversely affected during Winter. 
· Roadways will receive gravel as required and determined by Public Works Department 
· Dust control will be applied for those ratepayers who pay for the requested service. 
· Grading and application of gravel of dust control sites will only happen if these sites are deemed a traffic hazard 
· Pulling Shoulder will be completed as determined by Public Works Department. 
· Every effort will be made to prepare all roads for freeze up and graded as smooth as possible, avoiding winging off the gravel.  
· Roads will be barricaded as required to local traffic only at the discretion of the Public Works Department. 
· For instances such as single access only, bus routes, daily use roads, access to livestock and residences, and regular business. 
[bookmark: _Hlk103691917]Bridges, Crossings, and Drainage:
· This does not include crossings within railway or provincial road or highway right-of-way. 
· The Municipality of McCreary public works department shall install culverts and/or approaches. 
· Private access will be a maximum length of 24ft 
· Municipal road top will be a maximum of 28ft 
· The minimum capacity of the culvert crossing shall conform to the required hydraulic capacity 
· In the event that the drain near the crossing is subject to winter icing, the addition of an overflow culvert may be considered
· Minimum and maximum top width as well as adjustments in culvert installation specifications may vary depending on the site and the discretion of the Public Works department. 
· If the existing crossing is less than the minimum length, the municipality will assume 100% of the costs to upgrade to at least the minimum length according to the Municipal specifications. 
· Crossing requested that exceed the minimum length of Municipal specifications will be billed for 100% of the costs of materials and work over and above. 
· All wooden structures will be maintained until deemed unusable and then replaced with a culvert/crossing. 
· When the Municipality undertakes a channel construction project and where bridge or crossing replacement or upgrading is part of the project, the Municipality will pay the costs of replacing the channel crossing. 
· Prior to the construction of any crossing over a Conservation District drain by an individual or the municipality, approval must be obtained from the Conservation District. Crossings installed without the Conservation District approval will be subject to review and enforcement by the Manitoba Water Resource Officer. 
· Crossings will be provided and approved per parcel of property. 
· Culvert crossings shall be made to the required depth so that the invert of the pipe is true to the grade as per the original installation
· The backfill shall be placed uniformly on each side of the pipe, and at no time shall there be a difference of more than 150mm (6 inches) layer of backfill between one side of the pipe and the other. Backfilling shall continue in uniform layers not exceeding 150mm (6 inches) up to a minimum of 500mm (18 inches) about the top of the pipe. All backfilling shall be thoroughly compacted using hand or mechanical equipment, tamping rollers or vibrating compactors depending upon ground conditions. 
· New crossings, drainage/excavations shall all require permits before work commences 
· Culverts and Bridges will be maintained to allow regular flow of water. 
Highway Traffic Act:
· The Municipality of McCreary hereby gives notice that anyone depositing snow/debris upon roadways or shoulders may be in contravention of Section 217(2) of the Highway Traffic Act which reads as follows: 
A person who drops, throws or deposits upon highway any substance or thing likely to injure a person, animal or vehicle shall immediately remove it or cause it to be removed.
· Individuals cleaning of private lanes and driveways and leaving snow on the road and/or shoulders creates hazardous driving conditions. The Municipality of McCreary will take whatever action is necessary to enforce the above-mentioned section of the Act. The term “highway” applies to all roads and streets within the Municipality, both Provincial and Municipal.
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
